Bring with you and have ready: 

  
□ Completed Application - Page 1, 2 and top part of 3. 
□ Proof of Pinellas County Residency – Florida Driver’s License or FL ID with your current address 

on it. If the address on your ID does not match your current address, bring in utility bill, a piece of 
mail you have received at your address from a government agency, or current lease. 

□ Social Security Card - If you do not have it, please bring a printout from the Social Security Office 
that shows your number and that you have applied for a new card. 

□ Proof of Age - You must be between the ages of 18 and 64.  (Bring your Florida Driver’s License, 
Florida ID, birth certificate, passport or any legal document with your date of birth.)  

□ Proof of Citizenship – You must be a U.S. citizen, naturalized citizen or have your I-94.  Please 
bring your birth certificate or passport if you have them. If not, we will complete a self declaration if 
you are U.S citizen. 

□ Proof of Income - Pay stubs, unemployment letter with dollar amount, SSI letter with dollar amount.  
If you are married, bring your spouse’s financial information. 

 If you have pay stubs, we need the last four (4) if you are paid weekly and the last 
 two (2) if you are paid bi-weekly. 

 If you receive help from friends or family or you are staying at a shelter or center, you 
must have them complete and sign the SUPPORT STATEMENT FORM (attached).
